— Last month, in Part IV of our Harley-Davidson Night Train project, we mounted up every set of exhaust pipes we could lay our hands on in a frantic search for more power.


The winner was the beautifully finished Bassani Pro Street pipe which put out 101hp, was easy to install and was an excellent fit on our modified Night Train.





This time we look at eight sets of two into one exhaust sets for our Night Train project bike. Once again we installed each set and tested them on the dyno to get the hp figures. Then we made notes on our first hand impression of each set with respect to fit, finish and ease of installation.
